The minutes of the last meeting were approved, subject to minor amendment. 
Council Matters
1. Traffic: Members noted that the works to put in place additional speed reduction measures were in train.
2. Police report:  The monthly report indicated a very low number of call-outs to Dunshalt.
3. Standing water:  DL had passed on details of properties being splashed on Ladybank Road.
4. General road conditions:  Likely to be some time before poor road surfaces locally were repaired.
5. Dog wardens:  DL advised on how to report individuals who allowed their dogs to foul pavements.
6. Food waste bags:  Provided by the Council twice a year and available for purchase at local supermarkets.

Dunshalt in Bloom
 DiB had accepted the Association’s proposal to set up an account with the Bridgend Garden Centre.  Following discussion a proposal that DiB retain access to petty cash for ad hoc and opportunistic purchases was rejected. 

It was agreed that: (a) volunteers to support DiB would be sought in the next Newsletter; (b) a weekend volunteer day should be held with children encouraged to get involved, including through re-painting the decorative chimney pots; and (c) the Association would investigate the purchase of a portable bowser to help with watering.
Lettings Policy

Village Shop (report from Group to the Association)
The Steering Group was still awaiting feedback on its stage 2 application for funding.
Treasurer’s report
1. The Treasurer’s report (previously circulated) was noted, with income and expenditure tracking as expected. 

2. Rental income was up on the previous year due to greater general use and election fees.

3. The reported deficit was due to the contribution (as planned) made to the Hall repairs and defibrillator.

Grants report/Community Council report
1. SMcH to attend the next meeting of the Community Council.

Ongoing matters
1. Water ingress: Source of leak yet to be identified.  SMcH will investigate next time there is heavy rain. 
2. Defibrillator: Village Emergency Team Support (VETS) network to be established. 
3. Trustees: Chair, Secretary and Treasurer of the DCA to be appointed as trustees ex officio.
4. Burns night:  Great success, with very positive feedback.
5. Film nights: SMcH to make further enquiries and re-read the policy/licence.
New matters
1. Hall:  There is little insulation in the loft space.  IM to identify any opportunities to obtain grant support. 
2. Clothes exchange: Taking place on 18 March 2018.
3. Broadband:  Likely that 100MB broadband might be available soon in the village.
4. Summer fete:  Consideration to be given to holding a ceilidh around the same time as the fete.
