The minutes of the meeting of 13 August 2018 were approved. 
Police report
1. The monthly police report circulated by PC Parker was noted.

2. It was agreed that JM would ask PC Parker to attend the next meeting and IM would in the meantime facilitate the form filling and vetting process with volunteers and ask them to come along also.
Council Matters
1. Traffic calming:  DL confirmed that the works were likely to start shortly.
2. Seat outside Hall:  The seat had now been replaced.  DL to pass on thanks to the Council.
3. Park:  Members raised the issue of the condition of the park, with some equipment and fixtures in a state of disrepair.  DL undertook to report to Fife Council and indicated there were opportunities for fundraising and grants in this area.
4. Core paths:  IM raised the condition of local core paths (e.g. Dunshalt to Strathmiglo).
Village Shop (report from Group to the Association)
Members noted that there as a meeting about the shop the following evening.  Three tenders had been received for the renovation work and a Leader Fund application was being finalised.
Treasurer’s report
1. The Treasurer’s report (previously circulated) was noted, with income and expenditure tracking as expected.

2. The insurance premium for the year had risen and certain classes were about to end, reducing rental income.

3. The Fete had raised £589.80, which was very close to last year’s total despite being held indoors.

Grants report/Community Council report
1. IM had chased the position regarding the Recurrent Grant and was awaiting feedback from the Council.

2. Community Council elections had been publicised at the Fete.  IM had approached a potential candidate but indicated that he would be prepared to continue in the role if this did not prove successful.

Ongoing matters
1. Roof insulation: The roof repair had been successful and so SM would obtain a quote for insulation.
2. Defibrillator:  IM to ask John/Nicola about deputising for him regarding the defibrillator.

3. Winter craft fair to be held on 10 November 2018.  VC to consult with potential takers for stalls.
New matters
1. Fete:  The Council had not cut the grass in the park before the event.  JM to check the process.
2. Older children:  Having noted the lack of facilities and activities for older children/teenagers in the village, it was agreed that VC would speak to them about they kinds of activities/events they would find of interest.
