You can forward suspicious emails to report@phishing.gov.uk and send links from websites which 

you think are trying to scam the public to the National Cyber Security Centre’s scam website 

reporting service at www.ncsc.gov.uk/section/about-this-website/report-scam-website 

Suspicious Text Messages 

If you receive a suspicious text message you can forward it to 7726 the free of charge 7726 service 

enables your provider to investigate and take action if malicious content is found.
